Futhermore, we would like to point you to the reminder of this author kit,
which contains useful information to help you prepare a great presentation at
the conference.

It is the culture of the ACM/SIGCHI Conference that authors with accepted
submissions are expected to register and to attend the CHI Conference and to



present their materials. Advance Programs will be mailed in the beginning of
January. We urge you to register early to secure the pre-registration discount.
